How do | buy tickets?

On Friday, 15" November,
at 6pm, tickets will be
released on ParentPay.

How many tickets are
available?

There are 150 tickets
available for each
screening.

When is the deadline for
buying tickets?

The deadline for buying
tickets is Friday, 29th
November. However, if all
300 tickets have been sold
before then, we will close
the deadline earlier.

What if | miss the
deadline?

You will be unable to
purchase a ticket.

Will there be a waiting list
if the tickets sell out or if
I've missed the deadline?

No. If children are unable
to make it on the day, we
will advise parents to
exchange tickets between
themselves. However, we
will need notification of any
ticket swaps before the
event. Food orders cannot
be changed.

Why aren’t you doing a
themed activity night like
the last couple of years?
